Level 1 certificate in coaching cricket UKCC1
Structure

The level 1 certificate in coaching cricket course prepares candidates to assist more qualified coaches to deliver aspects of coaching sessions, normally under supervision.

The course consists of four, three hour modules run over 2 days, with half a day final assessment. Candidates have to complete a workbook and a multiple choice questionnaire.

Course content 

· Coaching motives

· Roles and responsibilities

· Warm up and cool down routines

· Introduction of “How to Coach”- instruct and explain, organise groups, make it fun

· Set up and organise activities and practices

· Building relationships

· Basic umpiring and scoring

· Introduction to Batting, Bowling and fielding

· Role of the coaching assistant

· Coaching styles
· Establishing control and monitoring behaviour

· Introduction to adapted games

Candidates will need to attend the following workshops before taking the final assessment:

· Emergency First Aid

· Safeguarding Children
