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NEWS FROM THE JANUARY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE MEETING
1. The Poker League continues into 2009 with a new series of matches.  They are held on Friday evenings from 8 pm.  The next session is scheduled for Friday 23rd January and new players are most welcome.
