· Responding to, recording and reporting concerns which might arise within or outside the Club.  This procedure should be followed where there is suspected abuse, bullying or poor practice.

· The ECB Whistle Blowing Policy – outlining individual responsibility for raising concerns about unacceptable behaviour or practice, which might prevent a child being at risk.

· Appointing Volunteers within the club who will be working with children. This policy is intended to ensure that the club only appoint volunteers who have the best intentions when working with children.  It should minimise the risk of any harm coming to children whilst at the club.
